Fefurbishment continues apace. The latest funding news are grant awards from
the BSomerset Fural Renaissance Partmership [E10000) and from  the
Foundation for Sport and the Arts [Littlewoods - £68,600) for which we are most
grateful. Thanks to these additional grants, the faciites upgrade project is now
fully funded.

Total redecoration of the Gallery has now been cammissioned as an extra to the
KIW1E contract - for completion by the end of April. The plumbing work is already
finished, the new electrical wiring i= complete downstairs, and floor tiing for
downstairs i= under way. The replacement extemal steps are currently being
fitted.

The wonderful wintage tent has done sterling work and last vear we looked
into the possibility of hawing it restored. Sadly, the cost was greater than
buying a new one. In practice, a modern, modular tent might be more sensible
for itz many uses. We will be consulting with users to work out how best a
“community” tent might be bought and managed.

The 200647 season has proved to be an important year for the Club, r
not only hecause of the emergence of a new “saviour” for British tennis
mepiring a crop of young Murrays but also az the Memhbers took the decision to lay a
new court surface Whalst the original surface was still playable, safety issue were
beginning to be of concern. Whilst researching the type of surfaces available to us we
found out that typical life span for tarmac courts 15 about 12 vears, so we haven’t done
hadly with the original surface lasting 17 years.

The maith work was carried out ih the autumn and will be completed this spring with the
application of the green pant finish, now that the tarmac has had a few months to cure.
This mvestment should see us through beyond the nesxt decade and we hope that new and
existing players will he inspired to use the supeth looking court regularly. We have heen
saving for this project for a number of years so we knew that we could just about afford
to do the work but the grant of 21000 from Crowcombe Village Shop towards the
project could not have come at a better time and gives the Club resources to continue,
