The Bells are Back

Az rnany of you will hawre heard our Church Bells are back in the tower.
They are much easier to ring and frorm the comments we have had from
those living nearky, they sound much better too) It tock three days —
Tuesday to Thursday 268 to 28% February — firg to move the bells from
the lorry into chureh then to hanl them upthe tower and back in position with  their
wheels in plase. Thursday was spent largely in fitfing the final bits and piecss —sliders,
gnides etc that malke the bells possible to be rung “full circle” — that is farning a fall
circle of 360 degrees each time arope is pulled

2o practiceswill now resarne on a Thursday Evening from V.30 pin until 900 pon
with ringing for church services, normally on Bundays, and for weddings, fanerals and
orcasionally for the sheer joy of ringing, In the latter category comes “Peal” and
“Quarter peal” attempts. A peal on our bells normally takes over three hours and a
gquarter peal around 5 minutes. A distingnished group of ringers from London
narrowly failedto ring a peal on thebells last Angnst before the bells were removed, Tt
wasjns too hard and they had to stop after around 2 hours 40 minutes. They are
planning to repeat the attempt sometime in the middle of April. This time there shounld
be no exense for failurel

We hawve already had several in the village who have expressed interest in learning to
ring and seeing if it is something for them'. aybe yon too wonld like to see a little of
what is involved If you then decide it is not your thing — no one will hold it against
vou, but Fon may become hooked on a new pastime and hobby aswell ascontinning to
provide a useful service for the village as has been done in our church for many
hundreds of years (twro of our bells are over 600 years ald’y To this end wewill be
holding special beginners classes — probably on Thursday and Friday Evenings at 7.00
p for abont half an hoar. If o are interested give Ian aring on 618287 to book
vourself in. It is also possible for young pecople fo learn (generally aged 10 plus’ You
will need the consent of your parents and the legal isses will be explained to them —
but several are using this opportunity to complete some parts of their Dnke of
Edinburgh’s Award

&0 however young or old yon are, now is the chance to acquire a new d2ill and also to
hare lots of fun by ringing or learning to ring our lovely bells,
