Oetailz of the outreach =ervice hawve yet to be finalized but iz i= likely that it will be in
the form of 'a man in avan' or aweekly serice in a fixed location =uch a= a vilage
hall.

I wonder if you are like me — someone who had no idea what Forum 21 was or stood for? T still
have alot tolearn bt having attended 2 meeting in Dunster Castle eatlier in the month and then a
training afternoon in East Quantoxhead [ hawve been convrinced of the importance of what it aims to
do —though I still have much tolearn. The local Foram 21 is supported by West Somerset Couneil
Itz main aim is to do something practical about Climate Change and Global Warming and the
depletion of the wotlds resources of oi, gas and water. Vou may be tempted to say “What effect
caty tny little contribution make? Did ywou know that private houses are the biggest contributor to
global warming — tach greater than factories, cars or aeroplanes? They alone are responsible for a
guarter of all C0? released.

But what struck me most is that many of the things we can do to help will also benefit our pockets,
There ate lots of “Mo-Cost™ things you can do — like only boiling as mach water as you need,
clositg ywour curtains at dusk and tucking them behind radiators — and many more. There are also
lots of “Low Cost™ changes like using energy saving light bulhs. Every bulb can save you up to
£9.00 a year — and they last up to 12 times longer than traditional balbe. Design is changing rapidby
atid they now are much brighter and lght up quickly — atd the price has dropped considerably. Did
you krow that 80% of the electricity cost of your television or other equipment is incurred when
the machine is on stand-by. So tuen it off when not inasel There are maty more things and it is
teckoned that every household could save up to £300.00 a year. Surely these are savitigs not to be
stiiffed at.

But it gets better. There are lots of grants from varions sources ranging from around £2005£400
for the average house against the installation of various “improvements™ like improved loft and wall
itnadlation atid if a member of your family living in the house iz aged 70 ot over or if you ate on a
low incomme of it receipt of cettain benefits — then maty of the itprovetment will be carried out at
fio cost at all to the owner ot tenant. Sounds too good to be true — and I understand that West
Somerset Couneil are concerned that a mumber of residents are sitmply not taling advantage of
these offers — either through ignorance or maybe because they think it could not apply to them!

W our Counecil has joined up with the Energy Efficiency A dwice Centre in Bristol (itself a non profit
making organisation funded by central government) to promote West Somerset’s Warm and Well
Scheme. A free phone callto 0200 512 012 iz all it takes to establish whether ywou might qualify and
to statt the ball rolling. Tt iz painless andwou know you will not be dealing with “cowhoys™ or
atrpone taking you for a ride. Thave lots of leaflets and other information and will be happoyr to share
my experiences with you —ting me on § 18287,

Zhould not Croweombe be amongst the first willages in West Somerset where we really are making
a differenice —but also at the same time benefiting our own finances and, where appropriate, also
taking up the grants awvailable.
