Az most of you will know Concessionary fare Passes are
available for anyone aged 60 or over or who suffers from a
serious disability, These passes permit FEEE travel on 23
local buses within Somerset. ! T,

With effect from 1st April, new style passes will have been 1ssued to all existing
holders which extends the validity to all local buses nationwide. This includes
tuses in London (but not Tube or Main Line trains or long distance buses).
Eesidents of Crowcombe and Stogumber can also use these passes to qualify for
half price travel when using Crowcombe Cars with the county boundaries.

Incidentally for tube travel an Owvster card (which can vew ordered on line from
momerset also gives significant reductions on the normal fares.

If you still hawve not applied for a pass - now 15 the time to do so. You will need
to provide evidence of residence and age and a passport sized photo. L am
