on Thursday 17th May the Government confirmed that its

proposals for effecting cost reductions in the running of the

Post Office network would be implemented. This followed a period

of consultation which led to no obwious changes to the proposals that were put
forward by the Government at the end of last vear,

In return for a capital injection from the Government it was announced
that some 2500 Post Office branches would cloze (approx 1 1n &) and that
this would take effect over the next two yvear period. To mitigate this

loss to the public it 15 proposed that an 'outreach service' would be
provided and it 1s thought that thiz would take several forms with

villages being served by mobile Post Offices, or with part titne units in
pubs and willage halls.

The 1z5ue which T know many of vou would like to know (and so would I}
1z whether Crowcombe Post Office will survive in its present format T
regret to say I cannot answer that question at the moment but I hope the
matter will become clearer in the next few weeks. In mid June I will be
attending a presentation where the overall strategy will be presented to
local sub Postmasters. Howewer, the Post Office have made it clear that
decisions over the future of specific branches will not be made public

on that occasion MNevertheless I believe it 1z likely that the process

of change will start to be implemented soon afterwards.

Crowcombe Church Bells

The first week of September is when we expect to see some major engineering
wotkin Crowcombe Church when the six bells are removed from the tower
atid go off to Whites of Appleton (near Abingdom) for a major refit of the working patts.
Although some worl was done in the 193075, the last major ovethaul was owver 100 years ago —
i 1904,

Thete are six bells in total, the largest weighing just short of a ton. Two date from the fifteenth
cetitury, three from mid eighteenth cenbary and the smallest from 1904, To ring them they are
turnied upside down and then each titne a rope is pulled they deseribe a fnll circle . This reuites
a cottplex arrabgements of wheels and pulleys and the means to fix it all to the bells themaelves.
Deapite regular routitie maintenance, every lundred wears or 30 the working parts can be
tepaired no mote and have to be replaced. This i3 so now and for the last year of so money has
been raiged to carry out this work, Many of wou will already have been involved either with
straight gifts or it somme other way. O gratefisl thanks go to every one of you — your
cottribution however large or small has helped to make this all possible. Particular thanks
should go to Angela Iofey who ran the whole of the London Marathon on a very hot Sunday
its just over four hours. Her sponsorshdp is still coming in, bt numour has it that she may have
collected neatly £2000. Thank you so much Angelal

Total costs for the restoration are likely to be somewhat in excess of £30,000. The final phase
of the fundraising will be on Saturday Avgast 258 when the bells will be tang for a fall peal —
taking somewhat over three hours. Then in the evening Patay and Richard & nderson have
geterousty made Crowcombe Coutt available for a Bell Ball — more about this later. If we end
up with a surplus after the Ball this will go towards other village worthy cavses.

The bells will be away for around three months — when there will be further celebrations to
mark their return — hopefully nach easier to ting and in fine fettle for the next hundred ywears.

If you have never seen the bells, the first week in September should be a good time to see them
as they will zit in the church before their journey to Appleton. Details about this will be posted
locally neater the titme.

We hope everyone in the village will use this unigque opportunity to see the bells and mayhe
tesolve to joit the band of ringers — it is never to late to learn, many ringers are well into their
